
	
	CONOY TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES
April 14, 2022 – 7:00 p.m.



A meeting of the Conoy Township Board of Supervisors was held at 7:00 pm on Thursday, April 14, 2022, at the Bainbridge Fire Company Hall, 34 South Second Street, Bainbridge, PA 17502. In attendance were Supervisors Justin Risser, Stephen Mohr, Gina Mariani, Douglas Hawthorne, S. Jay Williams and Secretary-Treasurer Kathy Hipple. Also in attendance was Solicitor Matthew Crème of Nikolaus and Hohenadel and Robert Lynn of Hanover Engineering.
ORDER OF BUSINESS:
1.  Meeting called to order by Chairman Risser at 7:01 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence.
2.  Approval of Minutes of March 10, 2022, BOS Meeting. Motion made by Mohr to approve minutes, Second by Hawthorne. Motion carried.
3.  Chairman – Announcements and additional agenda items: (i) Fishing Derby to be held at Conoy Park East, Saturday, May 28, 2022 (see flyer for more details). 8:30-12:00 ages 15 and under. (ii) Motion was made by Mariani to add hiring of Summer Playground helper applicant Bethany Figard to the agenda under Personnel; Second by Hawthorne; Motion carried.
4.  Public Participation: (i) Lu Ann Fahndrich, introduced herself as a candidate for 98th Legislative house district.
5.  Secretary- Treasurer – (i) 1st Quarter 2022 Budget vs Actual Report. Correspondence received:  (i) 3.28,22 Hanover Engineering Letters re:  Permit Applications Governor Stable Road Bridges 1 and 3.  . 
6.  Report of Committees / Officers:  
a. Emergency Management – (i) Emergency Plan for potential railroad incidents and Susquehanna River (flooding) in
progress.  

b. Bainbridge Fire Company – (i) Reports are available. 17 calls for service in February as follows:  11 in Conoy

Township, 3 in Marietta Borough; 3 in East Donegal Township; 12 calls for service in March as follows:  6 calls in

Conoy Township, 2 in Elizabethtown Borough, 1 in East Donegal Township, 1 in West Donegal Township, 1 in Mount
Joy Township and 1 in Lower Windsor Township (York County).                                                                                             

c. NW Emergency Medical Services – (i) Reports are available. 20 calls in Conoy Township in March 2022; 60 calls year-to-date. (ii) Township received Commander’s Award certificate for outstanding support of the Lancaster County Detachment Marine Corps League Marine Toys for Tots 2021 program. (iii) Formation of EMS Authority overview. Risser and Williams attended last meeting made up of leaders from each municipality. An Authority would be created to replace the municipal contribution and membership program and would bill every household each year for services. Currently there is only a 43% membership participation. Yearly bills would be sent to each household with the bills being similar to current membership costs. Each municipality that joins in the beginning of the Authority would get a representative in the Authority and a decision is needed by June to participate or not. If Township does not join, Township would need to find their own EMS services. By getting in at the beginning the Township would have a voice. Charge would be per residential unit with the targeted charge of $75.00 per year per residential unit. The property owner would be sent the bill and tenant/landlord would work out payment scenario. The Authority model would have the capability to place a lien against a property if the bill is not paid. Hearings for the fee schedule are public and the fee schedule cannot be changed without a public hearing. The subject matter is to be placed on the May BOS agenda for a decision. The 11 Lancaster County municipalities who are serviced by NWEMS have been invited to participate. Motion made by Mariani to add this to the May BOS meeting agenda, second by Williams. Motion carried.  (iv) Future municipal meeting with NWEMS will be June 29th at 6:30 (5th Wednesday) Same location Patton Center at Masonic Village. 
d. Police – (i) Report is available. Supervisor / Commissioner Mariani  provided a year-end report for review.
e. Waste to Energy Plant (Incinerator) – (i) February 2022 Host fee $61,587.41; 31,422.15 Tons at $1.96 /Ton
processed. (ii) 2021 – 2022 comparison is available. (iii) 3.24.22 LCSWMA Letter re:  Increase in reed bed sludge

disposal fee from $45 / Ton to $50 / Ton. LCSWMA agreed to postpone new rate until June 1st due to ongoing reed bed project.  

f. Roads – (i) Report by Supervisor Mohr. Normal maintenance is being done; road mowing will soon start. Someone is vandalizing stop signs; they are being run over at 441 and Falmouth Road, and Governor Stable Road and Keener Road. Mohr advised that no matter the time as soon as we know a sign is missing a temporary stop sign is put in place.  (ii) Bob Lynn reported Oak Road bids will be advertised next month. (iii) Mohr reported Alleys where people are blowing stop signs and requested BOS agreement to place necessary speed bumps to slow vehicles, especially at  Rose Alley.  BOS approval was granted.  

g. Sewage Enforcement Officer: (i) Report is available; deep probe inspection and perc test for Darrell Rank 3096 Turnpike Road, Elizabethtown, PA  17022.
h. Sanitary Sewer – (i) Chapter 94 Report was electronically submitted to DEP by Hanover Engineering 3/31/22. (ii) Bob Lynn reported on the Reed Bed project. Reed bed 3 has been cleaned out, sand is in, reeds will be planted on Tuesday. The return lines from the Reed beds were jetted and there is now a trickle of water coming out. Goal is to have them done by June 1st. (iii) I & I project status report.  Sump pump notice to residents to be included on 4/15/22 2nd quarter 2022 sewer billing. (iv) Aeration Tank Cleaning project is completed. (v) UV Disinfection Project is in progress.  

i. Stormwater Management – Nothing to report.  
j. Solicitor – (i) Solicitor Crème advised the BOS that former Nikolaus & Hohenadel attorney Ed Browne is now Assistant General Counsel for a corporate client of Nikolaus & Hohenadel.  (ii) Although he had done by email, Solicitor Crème wanted to personally thank the BOS for the planter in memory of his father who recently passed away.  (iii) 191 Falmouth Road. Since the March meeting, a couple of contacts have been made with the residents but not much forward movement. Nikolaus & Hohenadel is moving ahead with the necessary legal procedures to address the issue.  

k. Zoning Officer – (i) Report is available. (ii) ZHB Decision – Scott and Krista Garner. Approval granted. (iii) Conoy Car Company.  This week Solanco Engineering called Keith Morris regarding his U-Haul Rentals. The complainant had an issue with him having U-Haul rentals at his lot. His zoning permit clearly states to include retail sales/rental. He is abiding by the zoning permit that was granted to him when he opened. Solicitor Crème asked the BOS to not discuss issue at this meeting until Solanco finalizes their review and he will follow-up with Solanco Engineering.
l. Buildings – (i) Renaming Salt Shaker building. When the building was bought the Township never changed the name. The previous owner is getting calls since information is on the internet. Conoy Community House was proposed. Motion made by Risser, second by Mariani. Motion carried.
m. Personnel – (i) Hiring Township Administrators Jennifer Rabuck, Shannon Sinopoli; to begin employment on Monday, April 18, 2022.  Motion by Mariani, second by Hawthorne. Motion carried.  Financial account access will be held by both; both will be check signers; appointment to Township Secretary is Shannon Sinopoli; appointment to Township Treasurer is Jennifer Rabuck. Motion made by Risser, second by Hawthorne. Motion carried. (ii) Motion by Risser to offer employee paid vision insurance through PSATS; Second by Mariani. Motion carried. (ii) Summer Playground Helper.  Motion by Mariani to hire Bethany Figard as summer playground helper at $10.50 / hour conditioned upon receipt of all necessary paperwork and clearances; Second by Hawthorne; Motion carried.
n. Parks and Recreation – (i) Request from Jim Lewis, Penn State Extension Lancaster for live stake nurseries on the NWLCRT. Jim was present to give some background on what they do in the watershed area. Program is statewide, provide education for volunteers, outreach to communities they serve and encourage and generate citizen participation in volunteer events. He would like to construct a riparian buffer or a live stake nursery along the NWLCR trail, where it is visible and educational for the public. He brings grants and volunteers to create these spaces. Motion made by Mariani  to assign Supervisor Mohr as the Township contact with Penn State Extension for the live stake nursery, second by Mohr. Motion carried.
o. Planning, Subdivision and Development – (i) C & C Insulation Final Land Development Plan submitted; see 4/5/22 
      PC Meeting Minutes for discussion.  
7. Financial Reports – General Fund Deposit Detail, General Check Detail and Payroll Summary reports and Sewer Fund Deposit and General Check Detail reports for March were provided to the BOS.  

8. Bills – Motion by Mariani to pay bills (See Unpaid Bills Detail Reports for General Fund and Sewer Fund for 3/24/22 and 4/14/22 and Summer Playground 4/14/22 ); Second by Hawthorne. Motion carried.
9.  Old Business: (i) Blacksmith Shop – public opinion results. Received 20 responses, 12 to keep, 8 to sell.  The

Shop is the oldest building in Bainbridge.  Different uses were suggested.  Some would like to have a blacksmith work the
Forge.  Township resident Keith Morris asked why the Township owns so many spots that take away from people being
able to operate a commercial business. Motion was made by Mariani for the Williams’s to present a formal proposal at
next month’s meeting, second by Mohr. Motion carried. Historical information is available on the building.  (ii) LCCD /
Conoy MOU. Motion made by Risser to renew the Memorandum of Understanding with the Lancaster County

Conservation District; Second by Mariani. Motion carried. (iii) Resolution – trick or treat night. The Township will set the
31st of October as the trick or treat date and have no desire to be part of the Resolution. No action needed. (iv) Lots for
Sale  This was an item carried over from the March meeting wherein Scott and Lavon Flowers provided the Township

with first right of refusal to purchase two lots near Conoy Park West.  Motion was made by Mohr to purchase properties
using Sewer Fund monies;  Motion was  made by Risser to not buy these properties, second by Hawthorne. Motion
carried. Supervisors Mariani and Williams abstained from voting. (v) Status of Non-profit vendors at Falmouth Trailhead.
11 non-profits were contacted, 3 said yes, 1 said no, 7 no response. Motion made by Mariani for only non-profits to set up,
Second by Hawthorne. Motion carried. Commercial vendor needs to get a peddler’s license to be able to set up if they
choose to do that.
10.  New Business: (i) Resolution re: US Semiquincentennial. Motion by Mariani, second by Mohr. Motion carried.
11. Other Items and Public Participation: (i) Mohr reported streetlight that has been out for 20 years. Met-Ed refuses to fix it, 9 have been out since Christmas. Township will follow up with Met-Ed. (ii) Mohr reported there is a large pile of mulch available for the residents at the brush pile. (iii) Mohr reported there are several reports of shooting at night and this needs to be stopped. Report was filed with the police. (iv) Faith Bucks was present and announced her running for the 98th district. 
12.  Adjournment:  Motion was made by Mariani at 9:08 p.m.; Second by Hawthorne. Motion carried.
